By presence of children under 18 in the 
household
•	 Have children under 18 in the 

household

preferences associated with the demo-
graphic groups listed above.

Time of Day
•	 Two-year degrees prefer evenings.
•	 Some college prefer daytimes.
•	 High school attendees prefer daytimes.
•	 Advanced degrees prefer daytimes.

Location
•	 Two-year degrees prefer home, followed 

by community centers.
•	 Some college prefer home, followed by 

community centers.
•	 High school attendees tie between 

home and community centers.
•	 Advanced degrees prefer home, followed 

by community centers.
